HOW MUCH DOES IT COST?

The
Government pays a supplement for residents who are
assessed as eligible through a combined assets and
income assessment; depending on your circumstances,
the Government may pay all, part or none of your
care and accommodation costs.

You can find an explanation of the fees and your payment
options on our website or ask our staff for fee and
payment information. We will be happy to go through
them with you and answer any questions you have. More
information is available from myagedcare.gov.au.

HOW DO | APPLY?

Before you apply to live at Lake Cathie Manor, you
will need to be assessed as eligible for residential
aged care by an Aged Care Assessment Team,

or ACAT. ACAT Assessments are free and your
doctor, health centre or local hospital can refer you
to an ACAT near you. Please keep a copy of your
assessment as you will need to give it to our Director
of Nursing before you can move in.

Once you are ready to apply, there are a number

of forms that you will need to complete. Our staff are
available to sit down with you and guide you through
the application process if you like. Please feel free to
ask us questions at any time.
